Church Safety & FBC 
Our staff and board have learned a lot about church safety over the past 

couple of years.  As we gain new information, we try to balance wise 
precaution against overreacting.  There are two steps we want to take that 
we believe are wise precautions.   

The first step is to hire a uniformed police officer to have on site Sunday 
mornings.  We are not taking this step because of a particular incident.  
Nothing has happened at FBC.  Sadly, this has become a standard, 
necessary practice for churches our size, even in East Texas.   

The other step is to make you aware of something that will never happen 
at FBC.  There is an almost universal pattern for church shootings: The 
people in the congregation do not take cover quickly.  The reason is always 
that they thought the shooting was part of a skit.  Consequently, the staff has 
decided that we will never incorporate shooting into a skit.  If someone 
enters the church with a gun, it is not part of a planned activity.     

The Lord is our ultimate protector.  We seek to be faithful stewards of 
our responsibility while trusting that the Lord will watch over us.
