What is The Answer Class?  It is an opportu-

nity for those who are visiting FBC to get 

answers to their questions.

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If there was a movie about how God is work-

ing in Eastern Europe, Spasenie would domi-

nate the soundtrack.   On Saturday, Sept. 18th 

at 7 p.m., FBC will be welcoming to our wor-

ship center the Bela-

rusian band Spasenie, 

translated in English 

as Salvation.  They 

are marking two dec-

ades of music and 

ministry in the former 

Soviet Union and 

beyond, with one and 

a half months of con-

certs in America. On 

tour, the musicians will share their vision of 

preaching the gospel of Jesus Christ through 

music in Belarus and other countries, includ-

ing areas where Christianity is restricted.   

―We‘re looking for friends, partnerships, to 

work together,‖ said founding band member 

Pavel Shelpuk‖.   

Spasenie was formed in the late 

1980s in the former U.S.S.R. A friend invited 

Shelpuk to a Bible study, where he came to 

know Jesus.  He also met fellow musicians 

Igor Mukha and Peter Semeniuk, and together 

with cousin and pastor Alexander Borisiuk, a 

band was born. 

―One day we sat near the river in our 

city, Brest, and played our songs and sang,‖ 

Shelpuk said. 

―People came and they started clap-

ping. We weren‘t prepared for that, but this 

was God‘s answer to our prayers about our 

purpose, our goal in life. God said, ‗You can 

use music.‘‖ 

With borrowed equipment and invi-

tations to play at factories, colleges and even 

on TV, the young men used their music to 

share a message of hope in the midst of pere-

stroika.  In the last 21 

years, several churches 

have been planted, 

including one in the 

band‘s hometown that 

has grown to 700 

members. 

Today Spasenie is one 

of the leading bands in 

Belarus holding the 

number one song in 

the country for 6 months, being in the top 10 

on the European charts, having performing 

with the Philharmonic Orchestra of Minsk and 

being in concert in a number of countries on 

four continents. These guys sing in Rus-
sian and English and have a very overt 
message about Christ.  They have partnered 

with Greater European Mission on this U.S. 

tour.  Their music is described as pop/rock. 

Check them out on Youtube.  Type in 

―Spasenie‖ and watch. 

HERES THE DEAL! A band from 

Russia in East Texas?  How wild and fascinat-

ing and weird. AND what an amazing oppor-

tunity to invite folks to this cross-cultural, 

spiritually compelling program.  Bring those 

from work and the neighborhood who may 

not know Jesus.    The concert is free but 

you will have a chance to support their 

ministry through a love offering.  Sorry, 

there is no child care,  but you may bring the 

children with you. 



of classes including: (1) The Discovery 

Series – Books 1-4; (2) The Old Testa-

ment – five classes covering the entire 

OT, and (3) The New Testament – six 

courses covering the entire NT.  

The way this works is, for exam-

ple, you may take Discovery 

Book 1 in the Fall of 2010, Dis-

covery Book 2 in the Spring of 

2011; Discovery Book 3 in the 

Fall of 2011, and Discovery 

Book 4 in the Spring of 2012.  

Alternatively, you may choose to begin 

your Biblical courses. For example, in 

the Fall of 2010 you may take the first 

OT course. Next Spring the second OT 

course etc…until you work your way 

through the entire OT. In the same way, 

you may begin with the first New Testa-

ment course this Fall, the second NT 

course in the Spring of 2011, etc…until 

you‘ve completed all the NT courses.  

The great news is if you want to take all 

the courses, they will be repeated so that 

you can complete all three tracts of 

classes if you desire. We‘ll also offer a 

couple of topical electives for those of 

you who don‘t want to take any of these 

three tracts. Please consider all courses 

as ―electives‖ as you are always free to 

choose any class offered at any time.  

I pray that you will be blessed as you 

move forward in your spiritual journey. 

We‘ll say more about small groups and 

E&E during the worship services in the 

weeks ahead.  

As always, I‘m here to answer any ques-

tions you may have and to help you get 

and stay connected to a small group of 

your own.  

For many of us the start of the school 

year is a renewal of routines.

By the time you receive 

this Focus article we will 

have launched around

A New Way to Give: Automatic Debit 

If you are accustomed to placing your 

gifts in the offering plate during wor-

ship, you may wonder if an automatic 

debit will have the same spiritual sig-

nificance.  We believe it is the heart of 

the giver, not the method of giving, that 

makes our financial offerings a true act 

of worship. 

To get started you need to complete an 

Authorization Form. You can download 

the form from our website or pick up a 

copy at the Ministry Information Desk.  

Return the signed form to the office 

along with a voided check (if you want 

us to debit a checking account) or a 

savings deposit ticket (if you want us to 

debit a savings account).  Use The Au-

thorization Form to designate how 

much you want debited on the first or 

fifteenth of each month (or both).   We 

will begin debiting accounts on Septem-

ber 1.

A number of folks

many of you conduct all or a large por-

tion of your financial transactions 

online or through automatic debits, we 

want to make it easier for you to 

give.  Using an automatic debit to give 

to FBC is a completely voluntary way 

to make contributions to FBC directly 

out of your bank account.

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Daryl would stand in the back, Mr. Leak 

would grab his hand, Daryl would say he 

had to leave, Mr. Leak would squeeze his 

hand, and Daryl would say softly, ―I love 

you, Mr. Leak.‖ (He had learned his name, 

of course.) Soon Daryl would find himself 

looking forward to visiting his old friend.  

On Daryl‘s sixth visit, he could tell some-

thing was wrong. Mr. Leak wasn‘t at the 

service. Daryl wasn‘t too concerned at first 

because it often took the nurses a long time 

to wheel everyone out. But as the service 

went on, Daryl became alarmed. He went to 

the head nurse. ―um, I don‘t see Mr. Leak. Is 

he here today?‖ The nurse asked Daryl to 

follow her, and she led him to Room 27 

where Oliver lay in his bed, his eyes closed, 

his breathing uneven. At 40 years of age, 

Daryl had never seen someone dying but he 

knew Oliver was near death. Slowly Daryl 

walked to the side of the bed and grabbed 

Oliver‘s hand. Oliver was unresponsive, and 

it didn‘t take long for the tears to come for 

Daryl. They had never spoken, and Daryl 

knew he might never see 

Oliver alive again. So much he 

wanted to say, but the words 

wouldn‘t come out. They were 

together about an hour when 

the youth director gently inter-

rupted Daryl to say they were 

leaving.  Daryl stood to leave 

and squeezed Mr. Leak‘s hand 

for the last time. ―I‘m sorry Oliver, I have to 

go. I love you.‖  As he unclasped his hand, 

he felt a squeeze. The tears were unstoppa-

ble now. Daryl stumbled toward the door, 

trying to gain his composure.  

A young woman was standing at the door, 

and Daryl almost bumped into her. ―I‘m 

sorry,‖ he said, ―I didn‘t see you.‖ 

―It‘s alright. I‘ve been waiting to see you, ― 

she said. ―I‘m Oliver‘s granddaughter. He‘s 

dying, you know.‖  

―Yes, I know.‖ 

―I wanted to meet you,‖ she went on, ―When 

the doctors said he was dying, I came imme-

diately. We were very close. They said he 

couldn‘t talk, but he always talked to me. 

Not much, but I knew what he was saying. 

Last night he woke up. His eyes were bright 

and alert. He looked straight into my eyes 

and said, ‗Please say goodbye to Jesus for 

me,‘ and he lay back down and closed his 

eyes. I whispered to him, ‗Grandpa, I don‘t 

need to say goodbye to Jesus. You‘re going 

to be with him soon, and you can tell him 

hello.‘ He struggled to open his eyes again, 

but this time his face lit up with a mischie-

vous smile that he only gave to me, and he 

said as clearly as I‘m talking to you. ‗I 

know, but Jesus comes to see me every 

month, and he might not know I‘m gone.‘ 

He closed his eyes and hasn‘t spoken since.  

―I told the nurse what he said, and she told 

me about you coming every month, holding 

his hand. I wanted to thank you for him, for 

me, and ...well...I never thought of Jesus as 

being as chubby and bald as you, but I imag-

ine Jesus is very glad to have been mistaken 

for you. I know Oliver is. 

Thank you.‖ She leaned over 

and kissed Daryl on the fore-

head. Oliver Leak peacefully 

died the next morning.  

We went to Denver and served 

for a short time and watched 

one another’s lives and world-

views changing. Question is, will we keep 

being Jesus? Will we show back up? What 

will we do with the memories and the chal-

lenges we faced?

Mike Yaconelli wrote a story about a youth 

volunteer that reminded me of our youth 

group when we visited Denver a few weeks 

ago. Here is his story... 

Every month the youth group at River Road 

Church visited a local nursing home to do 

the church services for the people who 

stayed there. Daryl Jenkins, a reluctant 

youth group volunteer and former alcoholic, 

didn‘t like nursing homes and had avoided 

the services. But because of a flu epidemic, 

Daryl was asked to join a depleted group of 

sponsors to help with the monthly service. 

He agreed to go as long as he didn‘t have to 

be part of the program.  

The day of the service, Daryl felt awkward 

and out of place. While the service was in 

progress, Daryl leaned against the back wall, 

between two residents in wheelchairs. Just 

as the service finished and Daryl thought 

about a quick exit, someone grabbed his 

hand,. Startled, Daryl looked down to see a 

very old man in a wheelchair holding on to 

his hand tightly. The man was frail and ob-

viously lonely. What could Daryl do but 

hold his hand back? Oliver Leak was his 

name, his 91 year old frame bent and 

twisted, his face covered with deep wrinkles, 

and his mouth open most of the time. 

Oliver‘s face was expressionless, and Daryl 

doubted whether the man could hear or see 

anything.  

As everyone began to leave, Daryl realized 

he didn‘t want to leave the old man — he‘d 

been left too many times in his young life. 

Confused by his feelings, Daryl leaned over 

to Oliver and whispered, ―I‘m...uh...sorry. I 

have to leave, but I‘ll be back. I promise.‖ 

Without any warning, Mr. Leak responded 

by squeezing Daryl‘s hand and then let go. 

Daryl‘s eyes filled with tears, and he 

grabbed his stuff and started to leave. Inex-

plicably, Daryl heard himself say to the old 

man, ―I love you.‖ (Where did that com 

from? What‘s the matter with me?) 

Daryl came back the next month...and the 

month after that. The routine was the same:
